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NP Olav Andreas Rusti studied
ﬁ at Eckersberg Art School in
Christiania, at the Royal Drawing
School, and the Art Academy of Copen-
hagen before continuing his art edu-
cation in Munich (1867-1877). He de-
veloped his drawing skills during his
youth in Jalster where he displayed a
particular interest for portraits. Unlike
most of the other Norwegian painters
living in Munich, Rusti loved to paint
everyday subjects in the dark style of
the old masters.

As a Norwegian expatriate, he joined
social circles frequented by other artists
such as Harriet Backer, Kitty Kielland,
Erik Werenskiold and Gerhard Munthe.
In 1881 Rusti installed himself in
Maulbronn Monastery in Warttemberg,
where he lived for eleven years. During
this period, he dressed as a monk
and lived isolated from the Norwegian
art world. Relatively few paintings sur-
vive from this period. In 1886, the Ger-

man female painter Frida Hoeck visited
the monastery; seven years later, she
and Rusti married. They settled in
Sogn before moving to Bergen.

Rusti strongly engaged himself in na-
tional issues and was a keen member
of Vestmannalaget, a local association.
He was a close friend of artists Bernt
Tunold and Nikolai Astrup, as well as
author Arne Garborg, who paid frequent
visits to Rusti in Bergen. He participated
in numerous group exhibitions from
1895, and solo exhibitions from 1904.
Represented in NG, BB/BKM, RMS
and several other museums.
